ExAMPLE

Father, be with me today and guide me through the events of this day. Anoint
me and empower me for Your work. Strengthen my body and quicken my mind
Sfor Your work. Give me physical and emotional strength. Renew me with Your
presence and Your revelation! Thank You for every opportunity You give me.
Help me to follow Your leading as I walk and ralk with people. Give me eyes
to see, ears to hear and a heart to recognize Your work in people and respond.
Help me to always keep in mind that what first appears to be the case is rarely
(if ever) the real issue. I commit my way to You roday!

Is there something
about your family that you're concerned about? Are you anxious about a financial
situation looming before you? Is there something on your mind you want to talk to
God about? Go ahead and write it down, but don’t forget to listen for His response

and record that as well.

EXAMPLE

1 ask You to be with each member of my immediate and extended family in all
their activities today. I ask You to protect us from evil and harm. I ask You to
surround us with angels assigned to our care. I ask You for health and protection
from illness for each one of us. Sustain us by Your miraculous power.

1 pray for restoration today. I ask You to restore all the things the Enemy has
stolen. I ask You to restore relationships that have been lost or broken. I ask
You to restore finances that have been eaten up by his work. I ask You to restore
health and miraculously bring full mobility to each one who has been sidelined
by injury and illness. I pray for those who have been led astray and are held
captive by unforgiveness, bitterness and sin. I ask You to call them back today
by Your grace and lead them to repentance and restoration, full and complete.

1 ask You to give me sensitivity to Your voice today. Help me to take advantage

0f every oppartunity to represent You to others. Give me an awareness af
opportunities that have been set up by You to share Your love, Your provision

or Your grace with someone. Help me Lord to not be so focused on myself or on

the task of the moment that I miss the opportunity to serve You in responding
to the need of someone around me. I ask You for life—abundant life—flowing
out of me, so that I might give Your life to others.

I ask You to take notice of
our every need today by turning Your attention towards us. Cover us with Your
unmerited favor today. I ask You to shine upon us in a way that people will notice
You in us. I ask You for favor with those we meet. May You be honored from our
lives today. Give us rest in the knowledge of Your presence and provision in our
lives. Fill our lives and our homes with Your peace for Your glory!

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PRAISE AND THANKSGIVING

ExAMPLE

Lord, You forgive for Your name’s sake. Thank You for forgiving me and
washing me from all my sin!

You cause Your mercy to fall like rain and shield me from
the justice I deserve. Thank You, Father, for not letting justice take its course in
my life. I give You thanks and praise for Your amazing grace that has provided

“forgiveness” full and free for me! The abundance of sin that was part of the
record of my life has been wiped away in Christ! Thank You, Lord!

1 love You, Lord. All Your ways are great and far above my understanding
unless You reveal them to me. I want my responses to be like Yours. Help me
today to walk with such an awareness of the forgiveness You have extended to me
that I, without hesitation, extend forgiveness to those who wrong me. You extend
mercy instead of extracting justice, and that’s the way I want to be as well.

I
ask You to cause him to flee from every area of my life. Cover me with the wings
of Your protection. Extend grace and peace to me along with protection and

deliverance from all evil.

Don’t allow the agency of men
to be used for the Enemy’s relentless attack in his life. Help him today.

1 ask You to continue Your mighty work among us. Reveal Yourself to us in
Sfull power and awesome wonder. Help us do the work of ministry in such a
way that people are introduced into a dynamic personal relationship with
You; healed from all physical, emotional and spivitual hurts; set free from all
bondage; taught the truth and principles of Your Word in a way that applies to
their daily lives; prepared and trained for service to You; and encouraged and

released o fulfill their purpose in Yon!

1 pray for my family today. I ask You to direct the events of our lives by
Your hand.

EXAMPLE

1 ask You to bless my wife, children and grandchildren. I ask You to bless them—
body, soul and spirit. I ask You to assign heavenly forces to watch over them and

guard them from all harm and evil. I ask You to fill our lives with joy that comes

from You. Reflect Your greatness through our lives with power and provision.
Cover us with Your grace and mercy. I ask You for favor in every situation

we're in, that You will exert Your will and influence on onr behalf. I ask You

to glorify Yourself'in each of our lives. Help us to rest in You today because our
trust is in You. Give us Your peace to rule over our lives. Fill us with Your peace

and may our homes reflect the fruit of peace to all those who enter them.

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THE 15-MINUTE BREAKTHROUGH

If I told you that you could, without a doubt, experience miracles in your life by just

doing something for 15 minutes a day, would you do it?

What am I talking about? I'm talking about having a daily quiet time. I know a lot of
people cringe when they hear those two words, because so many of us have had bad
experiences in this area. We've tried to have a quiet time, but it just didn’t work out
or wasn't very good. Then we hear other people talking about their quiet time, and it
seems like Moses and Elijah and Jesus show up—it’s powerful, it’s awesome, their faces
glow. We just don’t have quiet times like that. Some of us even fall asleep during our
quiet time. And because our quiet time isn’t powerful, we kind of give up on it. We
think, “I'm a Christian. I love God. I serve God and come to church, but I'm just never
going to have a quiet time like other people.”

I understand that, because I also used to struggle in this area. That’s why I want to blow

away three myths about quiet times.

YOU CAN ONLY HAVE A QUIET TIME FROM 4:00 AMTO 6:00 AM.

I used to travel and preach at crusades and revivals. Our services started at 7:00 pm
every evening, and most nights I didn’t get to bed until midnight or later. So for
years, [ was a late riser. But when I'd get around my friends in ministry who were carly
risers, they always talked about how they met with God at s:00 am. It sounded so
spiritual, and it made me feel terrible, because I didn’t get up ecarly to have a quiet time.

Whenever I was around people like that, I felt like a heathen!

I want you to understand this: If you show up at 7:00 am, God’s not going to say,
“We're closed. You should have come earlier when the spiritual people were here.” You
can have a quiet time whatever time of day you want. I suggest doing it at the start of

your day, but it’s important to realize that you can have it anytime.

Your QUIET TIME MUST LAST AT LEAST ONE HOUR.

There’s nothing in the Bible about a one-hour-minimum requirement for spending
time with God. I know there are those who think that “spiritual” people need to spend
at least an hour each day having a quiet time, but I'm a pastor and I don’t do that.
The reason why is I'm a bottom-line kind of person. I'm not a long-winded preacher.
When other people are talking to me, I want them to get to the point. I like getting to

the bottom line, and so my prayers are that way too.

YOUR PRAYER JOURNAL MUST SOUND LIKE THE BIBLE.

Have you ever had someone read to you from their prayer journal and it’s unbelievably
awesome? [ was with a group of ministers once when one of the guys said, “I want
to read something to you that the Lord spoke to me this past Tuesday.” As he read, I
thought, “I've never heard anything like that in my life. There is such poetry to it!”
Wondering what God spoke to me on Tuesday, I looked in my journal and this is what
I'd written: “Try not to be a jerk today.” That’s what the Lord had spoken to me! It

wasn't eloquent or poetic. But it was real.

ey

I want to give you four steps the Lord has shown me that have tremendously helped

me with my quiet time:

1) QUIET YOUR MIND (SHUT OUT OTHER VOICES)

The first thing you should do is clear your mind. A quiet time isn’t a time to be
busy; it’s a time to slow down. In order to do that, you're going to have to quict
your mind and soul. Psalm 62 says, “Truly my soul silently waits for God; from
Him comes my salvation. My soul, wait silently for God alone, for my expectation
is from Him” (Psalm 62:1, 5). In this passage, David is telling his soul to be quiet
before God. As you try to listen to God, your mind will just keep going. Your soul
will try to talk to you.

et me explain something to you. Your soul is eternal, but it didn’t come alive until
Let 1 thing to you. Yc lis eternal, but it did

you were conceived. And when you were born again, your spirit came alive. So
rom the time you’re born until the time you’re born again, your soul is in charge
fi the time y y y g

of your life. Once youre born again and your spirit starts telling your soul what to
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do, your soul throws a fit like a little baby. You have to wean your soul. You need
it to grow up. Psalm 131:2 says, “Surely I have calmed and quicted my soul, like a
weaned child with his mother; like a weaned child is my soul within me.” If it’s not
in the bosom of God, your soul will act like a baby all of the time. The one thing
that will calm your soul is to be held by God.

Focus YOur MiND (Focus oN GoD)

Iwas preachingat achurch one time, and their worship team wasn’t very skilled. The
person leading was off key, and it sounded like all of the instruments were playing
different songs all at the same time. I remember thinking to myself, “They need
help in this area. This is horrible. Who could worship with music like this?” Then
I happened to glance around and I saw this woman with her hands up and tears
streaming down her face. God said to me, “She is. And you're not. You're standing
here complaining while she’s worshipping Me.” I can’t prove this doctrinally, but
I really feel like the Lord said to me, “Robert, you need to understand something.
When a person sings, I don’t hear their voice. I hear their heart. 'm not flesh and
blood. I'm not human. I'm spirit. So when you worship, I don’t hear your voice; I

hear your spirit”

Which do you suppose God likes? Someone who has a beautiful voice but whose
heart isn’t right with God? Or someone who stands up and sings with a horrible

voice but is really worshipping God?

Psalm 100 says, “Make a joyful shout to the Lord, all you lands! Serve the Lord
with gladness; come before His presence with singing. Know that the Lord, He is
God; it is He who has made us, and not we ourselves; we are His people and the
sheep of His pasture. Enter into His gates with thanksgiving, and into His courts
with praise. Be thankful to Him, and bless His name. For the Lord is good; His

mercy is everlasting, and His truth endures to all generations.”

How do you enter God’s presence? By singing. The Lord once gave me this
revelation. He said, “Every day I give you a song, and that song is your key into
My presence for that day.” When I go in to meet with the Lord and quiet my mind,
God always puts a song in my heart. For the rest of the day, that song is my key into
God’s presence. God gives me that song, and if you'll just listen, He'll give you a
song too. You can sing it out loud if you want to, but you don’t have to. What’s
important is that you're focusing on Him. Singing to the Lord turns your focus
towards God, and it’s your key into His presence.
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3) PrRAY YOUR MIND (TALK TO GOD)

This step is very simple. Just talk to God like you talk to anyone else, and pray
about whatever concerns you. You don’t have to pray for world peace unless that’s
on your heart. You don’t have to pray for all the senators by name unless it’s on your
heart. Pray about what’s burdening you. That’s what God wants you to do. You're
never going to pray passionately until you pray about something you're burdened
about. You can pray for your kids. You can pray for your marriage. You can pray for
your job, business or finances. It doesn’t matter. Simply pray about whatever God’s
put on your heart and mind.

As you begin to pray for personal areas of your life, Satan will try to get you to
believe his biggest lies. He'll come and actually accuse you of being selfish. He'll
say, “Boy, you sure are a selfish person. You pray a lot about your business.” When
that happens, here’s what you need to say to Satan, “Yes, I pray about my business,
because that’s what God has called me to do. In the same way God calls some men
to be pastors, He called me to be a contractor. So yes, 'm going to pray about what
I'm doing. I'm going to pray God blesses my business so I can be a blessing to my
family and give a lot of money to the kingdom of God. I'm going to pray about
every contract I have out there, and I'm going to ask God for favor on my life, my
relationships, my job and my finances.”

Philippians 4:6 says, “Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and
supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests be made known to God”
Notice that it doesn’t say to let everyone else’s requests be made known to God.
It says, “Let your requests” And when you do that, “the peace of God which
surpasses all understanding will guard your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus”
(Philippians 4:7). In other words, Jesus will stand at the door of your mind with
a machine gun saying, “You're not getting in here. He’s going to have peace today.”
Isn’t that great?

RENEW YOUR MIND (LET Gop TALK TO YOU)

Romans 12:1-2 says, “I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that
you present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your
reasonable service. And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by
the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable
and perfect will of God”

If you'll renew your mind, it will absolutely transform every area of your life. How
do you renew your mind? It’s simple ... read God’s Word every day. There are so
many times when something I've read in the morning is exactly what I needed for
that day. It gives me life and peace and strength. It’s like lifting weights. Sometimes
it feels good and sometimes it doesn’t. But if you persevere and do it consistently,
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you're going to see results after a period of time. In the same way, if you read the
Bible every day, you're going to see results. The more regularly you do it, the stronger
you get spiritually. When you read God’s Word every day, your mind is constantly

renewed, your thinking changes and you are transformed into His image!

There’s not a specific formula to reading the Bible. Sometimes I read through the
Bible in a year. Other times, I read a chapter a day. Sometimes I'll read Psalms or
Proverbs. There are even times when I'll just say, “God, where do you want me to

read today?” and I'll read wherever God impresses me to read in the Bible.

I want you to know something: I've had bummer quiet times just like you. Some
days my quiet times are great, and other days they’re not so great. There have been
times when I didn’t feel like I got anything out of it. But I've had to come to the
place where I take the time to read the Word and renew my mind every day.

The Bible says that “faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God”
(Romans 10:17). People who don’t know the Word can’t have faith. You'll never
believe God for a breakthrough in your marriage until you get into His Word. You'll

never believe God for a healing or a situation in your life until you start reading the
Bible on a daily basis. Coming to church and hearing the Bible preached once a READ THRO UGH

week isn't enough. You need the Word every day. I can’t stress it enough: Read the C‘E 1 . /
Bible every day. There will be times when you won’t even understand what you've e J
read, and there will be times it will jump off the page to you. It’s all a part of life. It’s IN A YE AR

part of growing and learning to hear the voice of God.

On September 16, 1999, I was having my quiet time. After I prayed, I asked the Lord,
“God, where do you want me to read?” Very clearly, I heard Him say, “Genesis 35
and Deuteronomy 11.” So I opened up to Genesis 35, and this is what it says: “Move
to Bethel and build an altar for Me there.” As soon as I read that, the Holy Spirit
immediately spoke to me and said: “Move to Southlake and start a church.” Just like
that. As I kept reading, God began unfolding His plan for Gateway Church. Where

Gateway Church is today all came out of that little quict time several years ago!

Here’s what 'm going to ask you: “What's five years down the road for you? What's
ten years down the road?” God knows. Are you giving Him an opportunity to tell

you? Please don’t miss it because you're too busy. All it takes is 15 minutes.
